Orientation & Rehearsals
Contestants and their families are welcome to join us for our Orientation Meeting in the main
ballroom. We will answer questions, pass out video & photography order forms and go over the
pageant itinerary. Updates to the itinerary will be given out at this time. Contestants will receive their
gift bag and complimentary pageant program book at registration. Rehearsals will follow the
orientation meeting, allowing your child to practice on-stage before the competition begins.

Makeup Rules
This pageant system is promoting NATURAL BEAUTY. Please do not put make-up on your child.

Most Photogenic Competition
All contestants are required to enter one photo_for the Most Photogenic Competition  and it must
be a headshot. Please note that we are looking for all natural beauty. Do not turn in photos with
your child wearing excessive make-up. Photos must be sizes 5x7 or 8x10 only, and can be black &
white or in color. These photos can be professional or one that you have taken. You may enter
additional photos for $15.00 per photo. One winner will be selected in each age group and will win a
large trophy.

“Parade of Contestants Photo” for Program Book
An additional headshot_of your child will be needed for the Parade of Con  testants area in the
front of the program book . The photo can be the same one you turn in for photogenic or you may
send a new one. This needs to be in by April 1, 2010. This photo can be a 4x6 up to an 8x10, black
& white or color photo. Please label all your photographs with your childre n’s name and age
division on the back.

Portfolio Competition
This is an optional category. One portfolio winner will be selected in each age division. A portfolio is
a book that contains at least 5 black & white or color photographs and no more than 15 photos of
the contestant in different poses and outfits.

Beauty/Swimwear Competition
All contestants will compete in swimwear attire for the Beauty Title of Little Texas Tropics . Your beauty
score is the score from the on-stage swimwear competition & your photogenic score. Party Wear, Tropical
Wear & Western Wear are strictly optional and have no bearing on your beauty score. The beauty winners
will be crowned the Queen and King in each age division and will be the new State title holders! Contestants
are not permitted to wear makeup. Sun protection is very important for children so a tan is not necessary for
this contest. Only a straight pageant walk is necessary for this pageant. No fancy runway modeling, no
dancing and no removal of any garments.

No props are permitted in the staging area during the Swimwear portion; such as toys, buckets, balls,
umbrellas and swimsuit wraps. Sunglasses, hats and hair bows and other accessories are acceptable.
Contestants should stay on stage approximately one minute. They should stay out long enough for the judges
to get a good look, but not so long that the judges over scrutinize them. Contestants will turn on the X’'s
marked on the stage. Tiny and Wee Contestants may be escorted by a hostess or parent. No points will be
deducted. This is for the safety of your child on stage.

No costume type swim suits or grass skirts are permitted during the Swimwear portion. All swimsuits must be
in good taste! Contestants may model a one or two piece modest suit. All contestants must wear beach type
shoes or sandals. You cannot model bare foot unless you are a tiny miss or wee mister. No high heels or
platform shoes allowed. We ask that your child wear only a flat sandal or flip-flops only.

Swimwear Competition Attire — Beauty Title
Girls: One or two piece (sunglasses & hats are ok) with sandals or flip-flops
Boys: Swim trunks or beach wear (tank tops, shorts & sunglasses are ok)

Optional Party Wear Competition
This competition is for all girls and boys who love to get dressed up in their favorite party wear! Contestants
will have a maximum of one minute to do a modeling routine to upbeat music. Attire: Girls 1-6 years - Short
party dress or knee length dress. Girls 7—12 years - Long or short dress (age appropriate). All boys divisions -
Coat and tie or tuxedo.




Optional Western Wear Competition
Contestants may compete in any type of western attire, which includes cowboy western, Indian, prairie girl,
etc. All divisions may show off their runway modeling skills for this competition. You are encouraged to wear
or bring props: ropes, hats, etc. Contestants will have a maximum of one minute to do a modeling routine to
western music.

Optional Tropical Wear Competition
Contestants may compete in any type of tropical attire, which includes grass skirts with bikini tops, shorts,
sundress, etc. You are encouraged to wear or bring props: surf board, leis, hats, etc. All divisions may show
off their runway modeling skills for this competition. Contestants will have a maximum of one minute to do a
modeling routine to tropical music.

JUDGING CRITERIA
For all Competitions (Western Wear, Tropical Wear, Party Wear & Swimwear) contestants will be judged on a
scale of 1-10 in 4 areas: stage presence, beauty, attire and personality. There will be 3 judges during the
Party Wear & Tropical Wear portion of the competition. A new set of 3 judges will arrive to judge the Western
Wear & Swimwear segments of the pageant. Scores will not be given out but we will be more than happy to
send you a copy of your child’'s comment sheet upon request 2 weeks after the pageant. Judge’s decisions
are final.
